At that time families had very little money, so people couldn’t buy toys for their children: they made the toys themselves. With our age, or even when they were younger, people worked in the fields helping their parents, or in factories and they didn’t have the change to go to school and to learn to read and write.

To sum up, we can say that life for young people years ago was, to a certain extent easier but they didn’t have any luxury and they had to work a lot. Sometimes they had to emigrate to escape from poverty. However they found the way to overcome their troubles.

Nowadays, we have it all with no struggle because our parents are able to give us everything. However it is more difficult to have fun, to find a good job, and knowledge becomes more complex.
